[04:00] halfdeck: whats up jvastine

[04:00] jvastine: busy & you?

[04:01] halfdeck: same

[04:02] halfdeck: want to go do some xmas shopping but snowed in

[04:02] Bill_: dang it's been cold here...

[04:02] jvastine: same here, very cold & snowy

[04:03] Toby: that's one thing I don't miss about living north of the Mason-Dixon

[04:03] cd34: hasn't snowed here

[04:03] jvastine: xmas - geez, it's that time already? ;)

[04:03] cd34: a/c was on earlier  :)

[04:03] Bill_: If it snowed there we would all be in big trouble.

[04:04] cd34: in 2002, it snowed an hour north of here and we set a record low of 34F

[04:04] Toby: hey, we had snow here in Houston last Christmas Eve

[04:04] halfdeck: amazing

[04:04] Toby: the natives went wacko

[04:05] cd34: global warming  :)

[04:05] Toby: today was just rain rain and more rain, could have used pontoons on the van when I went to FedEx

[04:06] Bill_: yeah, well, global warming doesn't mean the weather is always warmer, it means the weather is more extreme.

[04:07] cd34: very true

[04:07] halfdeck: for some companies global warming is a myth

[04:08] Toby: quick SEO quesiton. Is anyone using a sponsor RSS blog feed on thier hub? Thinking about using this to have more regularly updated text content

[04:08] cd34: I'm doing my part to cut back... replaced my lightbulbs outside with those LED bulbs... two 5 watt light bulbs to replace 2 75 watt light bulbs

[04:08] halfdeck: sponsor RSS? not me

[04:08] halfdeck: it's a good idea though, Toby

[04:08] Bill_: well, it is true, it's not possible to prove that this is human caused and not just a natural fluctuation.

[04:08] cd34: it would provide fresh content

[04:09] Toby: se spider food :)

[04:09] Bill_: I haven't tried it yet, altho I plan to.

[04:09] Bill_: What sponsors have them ready for now?

[04:09] *** DangerDave has joined #greenguyandjim.

[04:09] Toby: SpookyCash just added one with an RSS that has affiliate codes embeded

[04:09] halfdeck: hi DD

[04:09] cd34: didn't spookycash just mention it?

[04:09] Bill_: I've played a bit with making my own, but haven't taken it very far.

[04:10] cd34: hey DangerDave 

[04:10] Toby: Twisted Cash just added blogs, and RSS feeds are in the works

[04:10] Bill_: Hi Dave

[04:10] DangerDave: evening all:)

[04:10] jvastine: hi DangerDave!

[04:10] Bill_: We're talking a bit about using rss feeds in hubs and the like.

[04:10] DangerDave: Bill, cd, JV(got your email), halfdeck

[04:10] halfdeck: I don't know how to embed the RSS on my pages, ill have to look into it

[04:11] jvastine: great DD!

[04:11] Bill_: I've noticed that so far the biggest players don't seem to be promoting an rss feed for affiliates.

[04:11] cd34: halfdeck, in a week, ask that question.  :)

[04:11] cd34: Bill_, the large guys are the slowest to move

[04:11] Toby: I plan to pull the XML feed and save to a local file once a day, then use that as source to embed int he page

[04:11] halfdeck: lol ok i just might :)

[04:11] DangerDave: So can I assume everyone thinks this RSS stuff for affilates is a good thing?

[04:12] Bill_: You use various scripts like rss2html halfdeck. Some are online, some have to be installed on the server.

[04:12] halfdeck: It's a thought DD

[04:12] jvastine: cecash has some rss feeds, but I do not know any of the particulars

[04:12] Toby: DD, it's just one more tool

[04:12] Bill_: I don't know that it's a good thing - when everyone has them it will be essentially useless. It's a gimmick that might have some value for a time.

[04:12] halfdeck: I write all my scripts, so I'll probably write something

[04:13] Bill_: Now, making your own rss feeds, which will have nice variation, should work better.

[04:13] halfdeck: What's your take on it, DD?

[04:13] DangerDave: Bill I agree with that...  and I think "we" are genearlly  'too late' in the scheme of things.. and once everyone does it.. it WILL be useless and get neglected very quickly

[04:14] Bill_: That's what I've been experimenting with, but, an hour here and there - I haven't gotten far.

[04:14] DangerDave: HD  I spose the best way to look at ti is ask a few questions..

[04:14] halfdeck: i agree DD, but for people who use banners, its one step up the ladder

[04:15] DangerDave: Why are webmasters adding them and to what are they adding them

[04:15] Bill_: I've noticed a few guys I have traded links with have taken to slapping rss-to-html content on their pages.

[04:15] cd34: its a simple way to create 'updated' pages with no work -- a shortcut

[04:16] cd34: however, if you did it, and, had a blog that was read, and people commented, it could provide that conversation piece to start natural language text

[04:16] DangerDave: BUT  if those updated pages are exactly the same as everyone elses updated pages ..  how much benefit could there be? and how mach 'damage' could there be?

[04:17] DangerDave: True cd  ...as a  a convo starter:)

[04:17] Bill_: Chris, do you have any thoughts on the best ways to put RSS into an html page?

[04:17] halfdeck: i did read somewhere that Google are now looking at duplicate phrases

[04:17] halfdeck: Google is*

[04:17] cd34: Bill_, in a week ask me that same question   :)     I do have a simple php script that I'll post on the board if anyone wants to use that

[04:18] Bill_: The only thing I've tried is rss2html, the online javascript version.

[04:18] halfdeck: simple php that reads the xml and echos on the page?

[04:18] Toby: yes, please post the script.

[04:18] cd34: I would suggest that the php write to a file that is included -- rather than a live fetch.  with rss, generally they ask that you don't pull more than every 30 minutes

[04:19] halfdeck: i see

[04:19] cd34: so something like    wget -O filetoincludelater (Link: http://yoursite.com/rssgetter.php)http://yoursite.com/rssgetter.php

[04:19] cd34: then you <?php include("filetoincludelater");?>

[04:19] halfdeck: ok, i dont know anything about wget. lol

[04:20] Bill_: That's what I was hoping, that you might know some neat and efficient ways to get it done.

[04:20] DangerDave: Cd  yes.. that is a 'practical' prob...  I tried a few 'inserted' RSS feeds.  and it bogged me and them down pretty quickly when used widely..

[04:20] halfdeck: but i get what your saying cd34, thx

[04:21] cd34: I'm not a real fan of dynamic sites   :)

[04:21] cd34: I like static sites that look dynamic

[04:21] Bill_: What I need to figure out is a conveinient way to maintain an updated xml file, listing, for instance, my latest freesites and content pages.

[04:21] DangerDave: I was putting RSS into static pages.. dynamically..  and that just about killed me;(

[04:21] halfdeck: i use dynamic sites, cant see how i can make them static

[04:22] cd34: DangerDave, in that case, even a cron job that fetched the dynamic content every half hour or so would have cut down a lot on the external load

[04:22] Bill_: Presumably into high traffic pages, Dave? Would the load have been reasonable on a page that only got a few hundred uniques a day?

[04:23] DangerDave: defintiely..  That would be a much better way..

[04:23] cd34: php contains no decent error trapping, so, if you use php to include a file from a remote server, you are at their mercy if they accept the connect but don't send data

[04:23] cd34: until you get the timeout at 27 seconds, or the connection is closed for another reason, your include will 'hang'

[04:23] halfdeck: even a few thousands hits a day, the load isn't too bad

[04:23] DangerDave: Bill on low(ish) traffic pages..    but  on  1000's of them...  (which sort of makes them high traffic)

[04:23] cd34: halfdeck, its a tough mix.  I do have sites that are 100% dynamic, but, I generally avoid it as much as possible

[04:24] Bill_: halfdeck, I know you like your dynamic building, but it's not always the best way, especially with SE.

[04:24] halfdeck: i like to avoid it, but dont see how i can

[04:24] halfdeck: some of the biggest sites out there are dynamic

[04:24] *** plateman has joined #greenguyandjim.

[04:24] DangerDave: HD  but they arent big BECAUSE they are dynamic..  

[04:24] cd34: halfdeck, do you think cnn.com needs to be dynamic?

[04:24] halfdeck: i know that dave

[04:25] plateman: hey I remembered

[04:25] DangerDave: sorry wasnt having a shot.:)   i

[04:25] *** DangerDave has signed off IRC (Leaving).

[04:25] Bill_: It's hard to go head to head with the biggest sites out there. And dynamic pages contain inherent patterns of similarity.

[04:25] halfdeck: If I can avoid dynamic pages, i would.

[04:25] Bill_: hi plateman

[04:25] plateman: hi

[04:25] halfdeck: whats  up plateman

[04:26] Bill_: hard to tell if Dave just ducked out or bumped himself out.

[04:26] plateman: looks like dave lost connection

[04:26] cd34: there is a balance -- maintaining 60000 pages is very difficult if they are static.  Dynamic sites do have a purpose, search engine, etc.

[04:26] jvastine: hi plateman

[04:26] halfdeck: yeah exactly cd34

[04:26] plateman: hi

[04:26] cd34: halfdeck, do you use a template engine?  or are you actually generating pages on the fly?

[04:27] halfdeck: on the fly.  I use templates too

[04:27] *** DangerDave has joined #greenguyandjim.

[04:27] halfdeck: if i get 10k/a day the site will probably have huge problems

[04:27] Bill_: What I would try is building "scaffolding" of hand built pages, then construct the dynamic pages as 'leaves' off the truck of hand built pages. 

[04:27] halfdeck: wb

[04:27] DangerDave: friggin IRC

[04:28] plateman: I see google been going back and forth 

[04:28] halfdeck: yeah

[04:28] *** TijuanaPat has joined #greenguyandjim.

[04:28] plateman: there playing with somthing

[04:28] Bill_: I often get bumped myself Dave - dang country connections.

[04:28] Bill_: Hi Pat

[04:28] halfdeck: I'm getting shuffled by Google

[04:28] TijuanaPat: hi all

[04:28] DangerDave: I am in the java page Bill... cause  MIRC  eeps bailing on me;(

[04:28] DangerDave: HI Pat

[04:29] Bill_: What do you mean by 'shuffled' halfdeck?

[04:29] halfdeck: Hey Pat whats up

[04:29] plateman: dam msn dropped my index of my LL after a good start

[04:29] halfdeck: Losing/gaining positions

[04:29] cd34: halfdeck, if you hit reload 10 times on your page, does anything change?  other than perhaps banners?

[04:29] halfdeck: nothing changes, except gallery links, etc, which are random

[04:29] TijuanaPat: hi DD halfdeck Bill Sparky and crew

[04:29] cd34: hey TijuanaPat 

[04:29] Bill_: ahh - everybody is - I don't look much when it's bouncing.

[04:30] halfdeck: course i keep updating the site, and that of course changes things

[04:30] DangerDave: I see Google listings change EVERY SINGLE day..

[04:31] plateman: there not changing fot my benifit

[04:31] Bill_: How much traffic were you getting from MSN plateman? I hear they are going to become AOLs search engine pretty soon.

[04:32] DangerDave: aaarghh  dont say that Bill :)!

[04:32] Bill_: So it might be more worthwhile to study MSN soon. AOL traffic can be pretty profitable.

[04:32] Bill_: Did you hear that Dave? That AOL has said it is switching from google to MSN?

[04:32] plateman: started out strong I think 100 unique in a day and a sale, and they changed there serps

[04:33] halfdeck: i get a few hits from MSN, but most of the traffic is from Google

[04:34] Bill_: sorry guys, BRB

[04:34] plateman: google just has the same old sites, and that will be there down fall

[04:35] DangerDave: No I cant asy that I heard that BIll..   but them again I dont pay much attention:)

[04:36] Bill_: new cats, climbing up onto the kitchen table and knocking things down.

[04:36] halfdeck: new cats, nice

[04:36] plateman: how about pages with to many links - google frown on that?

[04:36] halfdeck: if the site is new, maybe

[04:36] DangerDave: Plateman it depends on the page and about  20 others things..

[04:37] DangerDave: MSN currently  represnets <0.06%  of my traffic..   so I aint gonna worry just yet

[04:37] cd34: and google is what %?  :)

[04:38] Bill_: What kind of page are you talking about platemen?

[04:38] plateman: at cat page on a LL or any page

[04:38] plateman: how about to many affiliate links - pay links?

[04:39] Bill_: Well, I imagine you have heard about the possibly mythical limits - typically described as 100 links or 100k content?

[04:39] halfdeck: yeah i heard Linkster negating that myth

[04:39] plateman: yup

[04:40] Bill_: Which are basically guesses, based on a few peculiarities of the google cache, plus a big dollop of speculation.

[04:41] DangerDave: IMO the 100K/link limits are myths..  that may have been true >2 years ago

[04:41] halfdeck: i worry about not enough links/content more than too much of it

[04:41] Bill_: However, I don't think they are _bad_ guidelines. You'll see lots of cat page swith WAY more than 100 links, which seem to pass on relevance well enough.

[04:41] plateman: how about a LL having doorways as content?

[04:41] plateman: freesite doorways that never gained any PR

[04:42] Bill_: When I say they are not bad guidelines, I mean you aren't likely to hurt yourself if you use those as suggested limits.

[04:42] Bill_: What do you mean by doorways in this case? I don't know if I understand.

[04:43] halfdeck: I think he means links on LL to warning.html, entry.html

[04:43] plateman: there are so many ranking factors, that when your fucked its hard to figure out why

[04:44] plateman: yes halfdeck

[04:44] plateman: LOL

[04:44] halfdeck: lol

[04:44] Bill_: Ahhh, is that what you mean plateman? An LL linking to doorways? Actually, thats kind of an interesting problem.

[04:45] DangerDave: Its a problem I have argued against for years.. but I am happy to see veryone doing..  cause it makes things better for mel:)

[04:45] halfdeck: i only submit index.html

[04:45] plateman: its got to hurt you

[04:45] DangerDave: Mirrored entrances are a big problem..IMO and you should never do it..  at least not now ..  that 67874587 are doing it..

[04:46] DangerDave: sorry .. "now that 9857489 webmasters are doing it"

[04:46] Bill_: The problem being, there is only so much room on the best index.html for freesites. Smaller linklists have to offer something special to get on the good index.

[04:46] halfdeck: right, Bill

[04:47] DangerDave: Submitting to 100 LLs plus  = anothrer grave error IMO - but as I said I am happy to see others do it:)

[04:47] halfdeck: I don't mind submitting mirrors if I don't care about SE traffic

[04:47] halfdeck: but I submit for SE traffic, so I only submit one copy

[04:47] plateman: I had good luck just building one free site entrance in the serps

[04:47] Bill_: You could argue that since google is forced to choose between, say, six essentially identical "doorways", each linklist has a chance to be on the "good" doorway.

[04:48] *** DangerDave has signed off IRC (Read error: 54 (Connection reset by peer)).

[04:48] plateman: I would say bill the doorway that has the highest PR from the main LL

[04:48] plateman: ll's

[04:49] Bill_: But, it doesn't usually work that way - the index.html is most likely to be seen as the "real" site beginning.

[04:49] halfdeck: thats one reason someone suggesting "noindex" to mirror free sites

[04:50] plateman: I dont make my free sites I go (Link: http://www.domain/folder)http://www.domain/folder

[04:50] halfdeck: especially for LLs that insist on all html on one folder, ill probably see myself flagging the pages with "noindex"

[04:51] Bill_: plateman, I think the bottom line is that you should think of the "weak" doorways as being essentially nuetral - they might help you a little bit - they might actually hurt you a little bit. But, it's so "little" that the effect is almost zero.

[04:51] Bill_: But what you want to do is find submitters who will give you _special_ freesites, sites that are more exclusive to you and your friends.

[04:52] plateman: I am gonna clean out some links as I am getting to many and I'll get rid of the ones with NO PR 

[04:52] plateman: and see then

[04:52] halfdeck: lol

[04:53] Bill_: Figure out a way to reward your good and savvy submitters, and tell those submitters you want their 'exclusive' sites. Then you'll build up a bunch of good pr2s and pr3s linking to you.

[04:53] plateman: I remember when I started my LL I barrowed all higher PR free sites and actually did decent  

[04:54] plateman: in the serps

[04:54] Bill_: By 'exclusive', I mean extra sites, not just copies of the same freesites subbed everywhere else.

[04:54] halfdeck: good idea Bill

[04:55] Bill_: I've done this for some good people I trust - I did it for Debauchery and ! Stop Blowjobs befor ethose sites became popular.

[04:55] plateman: bill that will never work - most free site people are traffic whores

[04:55] Bill_: 1 Stop Blowjobs, that is.

[04:55] halfdeck: regular subbers won't, but his friends may

[04:55] plateman: and go after that burst

[04:56] plateman: you need a lot of friends LOL

[04:56] halfdeck: true, lol

[04:56] Bill_: Well plateman, the typical way to do this is to seek out some relationships with small LL owners on the same level as yourself...

[04:56] halfdeck: i personally just submit to 6 high traffic LLs

[04:56] *** docholly has joined #greenguyandjim.

[04:56] halfdeck: hi doc

[04:56] docholly: dayam i bet i missed everything, eh? 

[04:57] docholly: Hi ya halfdeck

[04:57] Bill_: and offer to do this same thing for them - build 'exclusive' freesites intended to do well in the SEs long term. You do it for them, and they do it for you.

[04:57] Bill_: Hi Doc

[04:57] plateman: I've noticed in my free sites - the ones with more recips did better in yahoo

[04:57] docholly: Hi Bill.. sorry the time totally got away from me.. 

[04:57] plateman: hey holly

[04:57] halfdeck: nice to have you here doc, even for just a few minutes. :)

[04:57] Bill_: I guess Dave isn't coming back - it's actually almost midnight already, dayum.

[04:58] docholly: hi ya platey-pooh-pooh.. 

[04:58] TijuanaPat: hi docholly ;-))

[04:58] plateman: hehe

[04:58] Bill_: DangerDave had dropped by, and I like to get him to talk when I can, so we ended up just doing open questions tonight.

[04:59] docholly: TP.. you coming to vegas this year??? 

[04:59] TijuanaPat: nope

[04:59] docholly: oh man a night with Bill AND DD? where was my goodhead?? 

[04:59] Bill_: Dave is a bit hard in his theory, but his technical skills are excellent. And you have to respect his hold on the SERPS.

[05:00] docholly: indeed.. i need 10% of his SERPS..lmao

[05:00] halfdeck: hehe

[05:01] Bill_: By hard in his theory, I mean he tends to doubt the latest speculations, especially from the mainstreamers.

[05:01] halfdeck: i doubt everything, no harm in that. lol

[05:01] cd34: well, if their theory contradicts his experience.....  :)

[05:02] plateman: I'll get the right combo

[05:02] Bill_: Both he and I are pretty conservative in the way we approach content and linking.

[05:02] halfdeck: what do you mean by "conservative"?

[05:02] plateman: some day.............

[05:03] Bill_: I'll try asking him to come here and discuss some specific advanced topics sometime soon.

[05:03] docholly: conservative=in for the long term build with linking etc.. 

[05:03] docholly: rather than a few quick weeks on the front page then gone forever

[05:03] halfdeck: you mean hard core white hat? :D

[05:03] Bill_: Well, being suspicious of dynamic pages, and emphasizing hand building and writing, is one example.

[05:04] halfdeck: Dynamic pages work well for me

[05:04] cd34: until google sends you 20k uniques a day?  :)

[05:04] Bill_: Dave is even more conservative in his linking than I am, and I'm pretty conservative. I don't link to link to people I don't know.

[05:04] halfdeck: Yep. lol

[05:04] halfdeck: By then I'll figure out a way to do a cron job

[05:05] Bill_: Whereas Dave will say that who you _don't_ link to is even more important than who you _do_ link to.

[05:05] cd34: a while back old tom used to have a script called the crontaberizer that made it easier to do cron jobs

[05:06] Bill_: Well, dynamic pages have their advantages - there's no way I can easily construct a thousand page site by hand, short of working on it year after year, which is what I try to do.

[05:06] Bill_: So, not using some dynamism does hurt me.

[05:07] cd34: dynamic sites allow me to test theory much quicker

[05:07] Bill_: But, when a site gets flagged, and you lose a lot of work and positions, working with many smaller domains protects you from too much injury. 

[05:07] *** halfdeck has signed off IRC (Ping timeout).

[05:07] cd34: but, I've gotten a library of mine written so that things aren't really dynamic anymore -- they are generated but written statically

[05:08] plateman: very true bill

[05:08] plateman: and good way to be

[05:08] *** halfdeck has joined #greenguyandjim.

[05:08] halfdeck: router prob

[05:08] cd34: shh, he's back, stop talking about him

[05:08] halfdeck: lol

[05:08] Bill_: Actually, I'd like to have you talk about that a bit sometime Chris - I've seen some of your work.

[05:08] halfdeck: what was that?

[05:09] Bill_: I'm open to the idea that some dynamism could be very powerful.

[05:09] halfdeck: I only use dynamic pages when i have to

[05:09] cd34: the problem that I have found is that most templating engines are either slow -- or complex

[05:09] halfdeck: i mean, is gg's board staticly generated?

[05:09] Bill_: Chris mentioned his approach, which dynamically builds more static appearing pages.

[05:10] cd34: when I benchmarked smarty -- php's suggested template engine -- in the real world, it was about 12x slower than straight php -- which was about 8x slower than a static page

[05:10] Bill_: Well, we'll talk about this in the future - a storm is coming, and I have to go out and go shopping for supplies.

[05:10] Bill_: So, another interesting chat, and I'll see you all later!

[05:11] plateman: later all

[05:11] cd34: halfdeck, actually, vb 3.5 does do quite a bit of caching now

[05:11] halfdeck: later Bill

[05:11] cd34: see you later bill

[05:11] halfdeck: vb 3.5?

[05:11] *** plateman has signed off IRC ().

[05:11] cd34: vbulletin

[05:11] halfdeck: ahh

[05:11] halfdeck: im dense. lol

[05:11] cd34: but yes, link-o-rama is static

[05:12] cd34: in fact, it is rigidly static now  :)  I think he rotates banners only when the site is built

[05:12] Bill_: I'm getting up from the machine, but staying logged on.

[05:12] halfdeck: yep, lor is fast as a bullet

[05:13] cd34: are you using a templating engine for your site?  or is it something you've written yourself?

[05:13] halfdeck: if i can figure out how to make some pages static, i would.  I'm only dealing with about 900 pages so far

[05:13] docholly: sorry.. i was zoning there. reading about the dynamic page factor

[05:14] halfdeck: i write all my stuff 

[05:14] cd34: php?

[05:15] halfdeck: yep php

[05:16] halfdeck: great someone is icqing me lol

[05:16] cd34: my theory with php (and I used smarty just for ease) was to generate the page from the template, then write the resulting data to a file, i.e. index.htm

[05:17] halfdeck: yeah exactly, i've tried that and that would be ideal

[05:18] halfdeck: for one or two pages with php embedded, i can do that no problem

[05:18] cd34: a theory of mine was what I called elements

[05:19] cd34: a page consists of elements and those elements contain content

[05:19] cd34: so, if you have an element that needs to be very dynamic, it can still be generated on the fly

[05:20] halfdeck: right

[05:20] cd34: but, if the rest of the page changes hourly or daily, the elements would then be assembled

[05:20] halfdeck: i have maybe 10-12 elements/page

[05:20] halfdeck: just an estimate, lol

[05:20] cd34: like your gallery list that is random -- how random does it need to be?  i.e. could it be generated every 5 or 10 minutes rather than on every pageview, etc.

[05:21] halfdeck: it doesnt need to be random every pageview, even a refresh once a week would work

[05:21] cd34: for me it was really sitting down and figuring out what really needed to change, how often it needed to change.  When it came down to it, except for some very specific situations, not much really needed to be generated realtime

[05:21] halfdeck: hmm good point

[05:22] cd34: and in the long run, what you are doing is postponing throwing hardware at the problem

[05:22] cd34: because once you go to a multi-server or clustered setup, you run into other issues.  :)

[05:23] halfdeck: i won't have to worry about that for another few months, lol, but i see your point

[05:24] docholly: ok.. i'm falling on my keyboard.. not a pretty site.. or healthy for the keyboard.. so Nighty Night

[05:24] halfdeck: when i moved to webair, i ran into a huge slowdown issue

[05:24] *** docholly has signed off IRC (Leaving).

[05:24] cd34: see you docholly 

[05:24] halfdeck: Gnite doc

[05:25] cd34: did you figure out where the problem was?
